Official Constitution of Her Campus Hofstra
2013-2014 Academic Year
ARTICLE I: 
NAME
The name of our club is Her Campus Hofstra at Hofstra University.
ARTICLE II: 
PURPOSE
Section 1: The purpose of Her Campus Hofstra (aka HC Hofstra) is twofold. First, we aim to inform young women in Hofstra’s student body of events, features and news that directly impact them. Secondly, we provide an opportunity for college journalists and bloggers to contribute to an online news outlet and gain writing clips to show prospective employers.
Section 2: HC Hofstra is an online news publication for Hofstra women (aka Hofstra “collegiettes”). This site consists of 4 weekly sections; Campus Celebrity, Campus Cutie, Campus Couture and The Week Ahead, as well as news stories and blog posts that pertain to the female audience. 
Section 3: Her Campus Hofstra is one of the more than 200 Her Campus chapters across America and is an exclusively online publication. Her Campus Media (www.hercampus.com) is the #1 online destination for college-aged women.
ARTICLE III:  
ADVISEMENT
The advisor of our club is Professor Carol Fletcher, Associate Professor and Associate Chair of Journalism, Media Studies, and Public Relations. Professor Fletcher has mentored this organization since its establishment in 2010 in conjunction with Ed2010 Hofstra. She will continue to advise the club’s e-board on event planning and website management as well as hold members and officers accountable who step out of line in terms of abiding by the club by-laws. 

ARTICLE IV: 
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Membership to HC Hofstra is open to anyone interested in writing or blogging on an online platform. In order to write for us, a student must email either the President or Vice President expressing their interest and/or detailing an article pitch idea they may have. From there, the President or Vice President will add the prospective writer to our online Editorial calendar. 
ARTICLE V:
Section 1. OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTIONS
The executive board positions are as listed; president/Editor-in-Chief (also known as a Campus Correspondent by the Her Campus National team), vice-president, treasurer, secretary and social media manager. In addition to these positions, we have editors for each of the site’s weekly sections.
Each executive board member will hold his or her position respectively until they choose to no longer be a part of the club and/or until graduation from Hofstra University. Members are chosen for positions by other club members nominating and voting them into them.  Elections shall be by yay or nay voting and require a simple majority of members present.
Section 2. DUTIES OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD
The duties of the president/Editor-in-Chief include overseeing and editing all site content that is put up for publishing. In addition, the president is the first person to contact to book or collaborate with for an on campus event.  The president has the power either to put all decisions to an e-board vote or, in rare cases, make an executive decision overriding the group. 
The vice-president is the second in charge under the president and assists the later on any necessary responsibilities. The vice-president will assume executive responsibility over the team in the event that the president should step down. 
The treasurer is in charge of all financial matters concerning the club budget. They attend Student Government Association meetings for appropriations and monitor the club spending for items like atrium table supplies, online giveaway supplies and event supplies.
Responsibilities of the club secretary include taking notes for the club meeting minutes and emailing any members who missed the meeting with those notes. The secretary is required to attend every HC Hofstra meeting.
The responsibilities of the social media manager include designing and getting flyers approved, promoting and marketing all upcoming events and site content on social media and school-designated platforms i.e. Twitter, Facebook, Collegiate Link, Hofstra publications, Hofstra TV, and administering online giveaways through our social media profiles.
ARTICLE VI:
OPERATING PROCEDURES
Section 1. The executive board of the club meets once a month on Sunday nights at about 8 pm in Axinn Library. Topics discussed at the e-board meeting include upcoming events, online giveaways, budgeting, editorial calendar, ordering of club apparel etc.
If an e-board member cannot make the meeting, it is his or her responsibility to notify the president (or next highest ranking e-board member) of their absence. 
Section 2. Content for the site is due to the respective editor by Friday at 11:59 pm. The stories/blogs will be edited and posted each weekly in ascending order; The Week Ahead on Monday, Campus Cutie of Tuesday, Intern Diary and Campus Couture on Wednesday, Campus Celebrity on Thursday and Friday Favorites on Friday.

Section 1. Amendments to this constitution can be proposed by any e-board member and made at any type throughout the academic year.
